The African Diaspora (Africans currently resident outside their country of origin) has increasingly become a recognised force for the development of their countries of origin. In 2003 over $300 billion is estimated to have been sent from developed to developing countries, with remittances to Africa at approximately $45 billion of the global spend (formal/informal channels).

Recent survey of the African Diaspora conducted by AfricaRecruit indicated that only 6% of the remittances sent by the Diaspora is invested.
